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This handbook was written by Claire Shadbolt and Cheri-Ann Weatherley in August 2021. This will be reviewed and updated anually.
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         Learning and Development
Wildling Wood Forest School at Eye Primary School sessions are designed to enhance the young peoples learning in a woodland setting. Being outside has proven benefits, not just for learning but for overall wellbeing. Our aim is to promote many different things, self-confidence, risk taking and decision making, self-esteem, the development of language and communication, physical development, and personal, social, and emotional development.
We will be encouraging teamwork, self-motivation, and independence during our sessions. Learning new skills along the way which will include, whittling, knots, Den building, fire lighting and cooking on an open campfire all within a safe and stimulating woodland environment.

 Forest Schools is a great way for pupils to:
·   Develop self-regulation skills.
·   Cope with and learn from failure.
·   Build resilience (the skill of coping with risk and failure)
·  Gain a sense of achievement 
·  Increase motivation and concentration.
·   Improve problem solving.
· Increases a positive attitude to learning
· Encourages pride in their environment and increased knowledge of the world in which we live
· Learning how to use different types of tools safely
· Promotes physical, practical learning.
 It is also great fun!
The Children will be actively encouraged and praised to share what they have learned or found during the sessions. We will be encouraging the children to choose their own activities, whilst we will have some Adult led activities for them to take part in, they do not have to do anything they don’t want to. The Adults are there to support, teach and guide them in learning new skills. 
The Adults will be observing the sessions to evaluate what the children need in the future to support understanding, interests to further their learning.


Health And Safety at Forest School
Staff and Helpers
· Each session will have a child ratio of 1:8
· All adults and parent helpers will be DBS checked
· All new parent helpers/volunteers will be required to read through the Handbook and have an induction with the forest school leaders
· It is the responsibility of the Forest School leader to make sure the safety bag/first aid kit is fully up to date and anything that is used or out of date is replaced regularly, at least once a term if the contents has not been used.
· Qualified Forest School First Aid trained staff will attend every session, (Claire Shadbolt or Cheri-Anne Weatherly
· The forest School leaders will carry a mobile phone and a walkie talkie during each session, another walkie talkie will be on, in the office with the office staff.
· Throughout the sessions it is the adult’s responsibility to ensure that the children and other adults are safe.
· The Forest School leader is responsible for planning and running the session.

Role of Adults and Volunteers
· Be enthusiastic and encouraging
· Join in with the play!!
· Allow the children to get muddy and you are allowed too!
· Allow the children to lead the activities and repeat them if they want to
· Allow the children to manage their own risks
· Follow all risk assessments and safety procedures
· Let the children show and teach you their new skills and knowledge, this is great to help boost their confidence






Risk management and Risk assessment
· Part of the Ethos of forest school is for the sessions to be child led, therefore teaching them to assess and manage their own risks. By allowing this to happen we are encouraging and enhancing their ability to grow both physically and emotionally, following a holistic approach of developing the whole child. 
· It is the responsibility of the Forest School leaders to carry out risk assessments and activity risk benefit assessments. At the beginning of each session the Forest School leader will ensure that any other members of staff or volunteer helpers have read and understood the relevant risk assessments relating to the current session. 
· Activity risk benefit assessments will be reviewed every academic year and will be carried out for any activity whereby there may be a risk.
· Dynamic risk assessments will be carried out on the spot by the Forest school leader in the situation that the children may what to do an activity which has not been risk assessed, therefore enabling them to continue to play/explore their limitations. A dynamic risk assessment involves the Forest school leader to assess the activity, mentally observing, assessing, and analysing the area/environment whilst we are in session.
· Daily checks will be carried out by the Forest school leader before every session, any information will then be passed on to the other members of that day’s session and hazards, if any, recorded and removed if needed.
First Aid
· It will be the responsibility of the Forest School leader, who is trained in forest school first aid, to carry out any first aid during the session. However, any other members of staff that are first aid trained may carry out minor incidents, whilst being overseen by the Forest School leader.
· The Forest School safety bag will be in attendance during all sessions, as well as the school’s first aid kit. The bag will contain all the relevant medical information for that group, contact information and any medication, clearly labelled. An accident book will also be present.
· It is the responsibility of the Forest School leader to ensure the emergency safety bag is well stocked and easily accessible during the sessions.


Medication and medical needs:
If a child has a medical condition that requires medication to be administered, then it is kept in the locked medical cabinet in the main school building and the office will call down on the walkie talkies to ask for the child to be walked up to the office by an adult to take their medication. If a child has asthma, allergy or another medical condition that can require on the spot medication then that medicine will be taken down with the child on every session they attend, and it will be stored in a box on top of the wood store next to the welcome circle. All staff and adult helpers must be made aware of where the medication is stored and who may need it.

Emergency and Incident Procedure
If a serious accident should occur during the session, the Forest School Leader will stay with the casualty. The designated adult will assist with the first aid whilst the other member of staff/volunteer contacts the emergency services and then inform the school what has happened, they will then take the other children and adults back to the school.
All reporting and accident form etc will be carried out following the school’s accident procedure.

Lost or missing child procedure
It is highly unlikely that a child will go missing during a session as there is a fence and a wall around the perimeter of our site. However, should this happen then the school will be contacted, a member of staff will come down to the site to collect the children while the rest of the staff search for the missing child.
The child’s parents and police will be contacted, if necessary, by the school.

Toileting
· All the children and staff will be encouraged to go to the toilet before walking down to the forest school site. 

· There are now working toilets on the playground, a short walk from the site, KS1 children will be walked to the toilet by an adult upon request.
·  KS2 children can go in pairs to the toilet once they have asked a member of staff if they can leave the woodland site.
· Only fully employed school staff are allowed to take children to the toilet.


 Parental consent
· All children will be sent home with a letter of consent for Forest School, no child will be permitted to join in the sessions without it being signed.
· The Parental consent form covers every activity that they will encounter during their sessions
· All information is stored in the school office.
· We have up to date, signed, consent forms in place to cover medical needs, care plans, photographic and media.
· Parents will be asked to sign a consent form every year for their children to take part in Forest School.

Use of Photographs
· During Forest School Sessions photographs will be taken on the schools designated camera of iPad, and only if we have the child’s parental consent.
· Photographs may be posted on the school’s website if we have parental consent to do so.
· All adults and children can use the camera/iPad during our sessions.
· PHOTOS MUST NOT BE TAKEN ON PERSONAL DEVICES 

Tools and ropes used at Forest School
· There is a variety of different tools used during our Forest School for various activities
· Tools used during Forest School include, knives, palm drill, secateurs, loppers, bow saw, mallet, bill hook, froe etc
· Each of the tools used at Forest School have a tool procedure, this explains how to use the tool correctly and safely, carry the tool and maintain the tool and safely store the tool. This will also be covered in our tool talks given to the children by the Forest School leader before the tools are used.
· Tool procedures are included in this handbook
· The children will be supervised at all times whilst using the tools.
· There is a designated safe tool area in which the children are to use the tools.
· The use of tools in an integral part of Forest School. It encourages the children to develop new practical skills, self-confidence and a sense of achievement having created something unique with their own hands.
· Tools are to be kept in a locked box/bag in a locked shed on the school grounds. Adults only will be permitted to remove the tools from their box/bag. 
· Any tools that are to be used will be kept in the safe tool area during the session.
· Any other adults/volunteers will be taught how to use the tools correctly and safely by the Forest School leader and will be overseen until the Forest School leader is satisfied, they are safe and competent. 
· Ropes are used at Forest School for several things. We will be using ropes to put up tarpaulin for a shelter, to make rope bridges etc. learning knots for different things too. The Forest School leader will teach knots and correct use of ropes safely before they are used.
· It is the responsibility of the Forest School leader to maintain the equipment and replace it if it is deemed unsafe to use.
· All activities which require the use of a tool, either by the children or the adults themselves, will have the relevant risk assessment.
These are included in this handbook. 

Fires at Forest School
· Wildling wood forest School site has its own designated fire circle. This will only be used for fire lighting and cooking. It will not be a place for playing, even when the fire is not lit, and the children will be given strict rules regarding fires and the fire circle. This is to teach the children to respect the fire circle and when fires are being used.
· The Fire circle is situated in an open area on the site, there are no overhanging branches, a pit in the middle which has logs spaced around it to prevent the fire from spreading. Low benches are placed around the fire pit 1.5 metres from the fire in a circle and there are two points of exit.
· Using fires during Forest School sessions are very important, we use them for cooking and teach the children how to use them safely and appropriately. Quite often children can be frightened of fire, so teaching them how to respect the fire, light fire safely will build their confidence.
· When using fires at Forest School the following procedures must be followed:

· Seating logs are placed 1.5 metres from the fire pit and there are two exit paths. 
· Children will be taught that when moving around the fire circle they must step over the logs onto the outside of the circle and move around the outside of the circle. They must not walk around in the area surrounding the fire pit. 
· Whenever a fire is going to be lit a fire blanket will be placed in a safe place which is very clear and easy to get to if needed. This will be just outside of the fire circle. A bucket of water with a cup inside it and a watering can filled with water, will also be kept close to the fire circle. The watering can is used to extinguish the fire and the bucket of water with the cup is there in case of a burn injury, using the cup to continually douse the burn with water cooling it down.
· A burns kit and cling film is carried in the emergency bag, this will also be kept just outside of the fire circle for ease of access if needed.
· Children are not allowed into the fire circle without an adult.
· A fire will never be left on its own, an adult must always be supervising a fire. If children are around the fire, then there will always be at least 2 adults supervising in the fire circle.
· When a fire is lit, the children must stay seated on the benches surrounding the fire and are not allowed to come into the area surrounding the fire unless they have asked permission from the adult in charge of the fire itself.
· All fires will be lit using a flint and steel and natural tinder. Matches will be available as a back-up.
· Children will be advised to sit where the smoke isn’t blowing to avoid getting smoke into their eyes whenever possible.
· The children will be taught the correct way to build a fire using different sized logs and tinder. 
· The children will be taught how to light the fires using a flint and steel (this will always be under adult supervision) 
· Only one child at a time will be allowed to light the fire.
· All adults and children will use the respect position when entering the fire circle. This is where you will put one knee on the floor and the other knee up. 
· When feeding the fire, the adult or child feeding the fire must wear fire gloves. The wood which is being fed to the fire must be placed on the fire from the side not above the fire and it must not be thrown on. When a child is feeding the fire, they will be supervised by an adult with a 1:1 ratio. 
· All fires must be extinguished at the end of a session using water. Whenever possible, all fuels should be burnt down to ash.
· At the end of the session the fire must be extinguished with water.
· Once the ashes have cooled and the smoke and steam has gone then one of the adults will dispose of the ashes this may be by burying them or scattering them. 
· The campfire procedure will always be followed when lighting fires.

                                        	Campfire Procedure
	Considerations before deciding to have a fire
	Location – is the area open enough? Make sure there are no low hanging branches. Always check before planning to light a fire even at the designated fire pit as new branches may have grown or other branches may have fallen. 
Weather – Fires are not to be lit if it is very windy.
Soil – Always check what type of soil underneath the fire. If the soil is peaty then a fire will not be lit. 
Before lighting a fire, the children and adults will be taught all of the safety measures they need to follow. A fire will only be lit if the children can show you that they understand the safety measures they must follow.

	Safe siting/ Size of the fire
	Location – Fires will always be lit in within the fire pit area of the fire circle on the Forest School site. This area is an open area with no low hanging branches. The ground around the fire pit will be cleared of debris before using the fire pit. benches are placed around the fire pit 1.5 metres away. 
The size of the fire will depend on what the purpose of the fire is. Fires will be kept as small as possible. Some fires will be lit in a metal fire pit whilst cooking fires will be sited on the ground of the fire circle.

	Safe management of the fire
	When the fire is lit the children must stay seated on the benches around the fire circle unless an adult gives them permission to enter the space around the fire. 
When children or adults are in the space around the fire, they will use the respect stance (one knee on the floor and one knee up) in case of an emergency, it is an easy position to get up from and move away quickly if needed. 
A fire blanket will be hung just outside and within easy access of the fire circle
A bucket of water with a cup in it for pouring water and a watering can will be just outside of the fire pit.
A burns kit and cling film will always be kept in the Forest School emergency bag which will be just outside of the circle but within easy access. 
The fire will always be supervised by an adult and if children are around the fire, then there will always be two adults supervising. 
If any embers land on the children, then they must put them out quick by using their clothes not bare skin. 

	Safe extinguishing
	Let the fire burn itself out where possible. 
Spread the embers using a stick. Then slowly pour water using a watering can.
Once the embers have completely cooled then dispose of them by either burying them or scattering them.

	Additional PPE needed
	All hair must be tied back.
Long sleeves on arms must be worn and long trousers. Make sure any loose clothing is tucked in and be aware of any toggles that may be hanging down from coats or hoodies.
Fireproof gloves must be work when feeding the fire. 





Camp fire cooking and food Hygiene procedure

· Cooking on a campfire is an important part of Forest School. It is an ideal opportunity to teach children and adults alike the safe uses of fires, and to teach them food hygiene, how to know when food is cooked properly and why these things are important. It is also an excellent source of warmth on a cold day!
· Small fires will be used to teach the children to cook small things such as Damper bread, toasting marshmallows, s’mores etc
· Any cooking activity will be planned beforehand and will only take place if the weather conditions and other safety aspects are right.
· There will be at least two adults present when cooking on the fire. The cooking will be led by the Forest School leader while the other adult supervises the children.
· All ratio’s will be clearly marked on the risk benefit assessment. The number of children will of course be determined by the activity.
· Food hygiene will be followed at all times. 







  





   
 Campfire cooking and Food Hygiene Procedure
	Prior to cooking activity
	Make sure all the cooking utensils needed are cleaned beforehand. All cooking utensils will be kept and stored in school.
Be sure to have a clean surface to work on near the fire circle.
Be sure you have warm water and soap for hand washing and numbered towels for the children to dry their hands on, each child will be given a number at the beginning of each session.
Be sure you have everything you need with you before starting the fire.
Before cooking make sure that the fire is ready. 

	Food Preparation
	Food that needs to be refrigerated will need to be kept in the fridge in the staff room until the last possible moment, ideally transported down to the Forest School site in a cool box until it is needed.
Use different chopping boards for different foods to avoid cross contamination. 
E.G. one for poultry, one for vegetables, one for fish and one for other meat.
Make sure that the food is stored properly – in airtight containers. Cover any food that is not in airtight containers with clingfilm.


	Cooking
	Make sure the food is cooked thoroughly. 
Use a thermometer to check the temperature inside of the meat or cut the meat in half. 
An adult will check that food is cooked thoroughly before letting children eat it.
Children can help to cook the food, but they will need to be closely supervised by an adult.
Always keep cooked meat and raw meat separately.
Keep meat and vegetables on separate tables and at opposite ends of the fire grill for the sake of vegetarians in the group.

	Eating
	After cooking make sure that the food has cooled down enough before the children eat it. Get the children to blow it or count to 10 slowly depending on what it is that they are eating. Cutting the food into smaller pieces will help the hot food cool more quickly, an adult will need to do this for the younger children 
If any food falls on the ground, then do not let anyone eat it. 

	Additional PPE needed
	Long hair to be tied back when eating and preparing food.








Transport to and from the site
· As Wildling Wood Forest School is on the site of our Primary school the children will walk down through the playground to get to it.
· They will be collected from their classroom by the Forest School leader and the other adults and walk altogether to the site.
· At the end of each session, they will then be walked back up to class by the Forest School leader and other adults.

Cancellation procedure
· In the event of very windy weather or there is a storm forecast then Forest School will be cancelled.
· If Forest School needs to be cancelled on the morning of the session, then parents will be informed asap via an email using our Arbor software.
· Any parent helpers/volunteers will be made aware by a telephone call
· If Forest School is cancelled, then the children will continue with normal lessons in the classroom for that afternoon.
	
Clothing and PPE
· All children and adults should come to Forest School in long sleeved tops, full-length trousers, sturdy boots or wellies and a waterproof jacket.
· Clothing should be appropriate for the season. Although long sleeves and full-length trousers are still recommended in warmer weather.
· The children and adults will need wet weather clothing, it is recommended that they wear a waterproof jacket and waterproof trousers. Spare clothes should also be brought into school should they get wet, although the children will be going straight home after their sessions.
· There will be spare clothing in the emergency bag as well as spare socks.
· Extra PPE will be required for certain activities, when using tools and during fire sessions. These will be provided by the school.




Insurance
· Eye Primary School has its own RPA (risk protection arrangement) insurance via Dept for Education.

Insurance Certificate to follow

Daily Operating Procedures.
Before a session.
1)The Forest school leader will write a plan for the session, considering experiences and observations from previous sessions with reference to factors such as group preferences, skill level in areas for planned activities and natural factors, such as weather, time of year and benefits to be gained. All Adults must read the session plan beforehand to be able to understand their role in assisting the session. 
2)Any and all new activity risk benefit assessments that are reverent to the session must be up to date or filled in if needed, prior to the session starting.
3) The Forest school leader will do a daily site check before the beginning of the session and inform all the adult helpers and children of any site risk that they need to know about.
4) All activities and resources will need to be set up before the session starts.
5) The forest school leader will ensure the weather conditions are safe for the session to go ahead as planned and that there are the correct number of adult helpers for the session to go ahead.
6) The children will be collected from the playground after lunch and taken up to their classroom so registration can be done and then given time to change into their forest school clothes and use the toilet, before the session begins. 

During the session.
1)The forest school leader will oversee the session with the help of the other adult helpers.
2)All adults on the forest school site are expected to ensure the relevant risk assessments are followed and manage the behaviour of the children in their care.
3) All children and adults will not leave the forest school site while the session is running.
4) Any and all observations required will be carried out by the adults running the forest school session.
5) Regular head counts of the children will be done throughout the forest school session.
6) All adults will continually assess the risk during the forest school session and where necessary take appropriate action. 
After the forest school session has ended.
1) All the children and adults will be responsible for cleaning up the resources and the forest site. 
2)All tools and resources will be cleaned and stored away in the correct areas, ensuring anything that needs to be locked away is done so. 
3) A head count will be done and the children will walk back to their classroom ready for collection.
4) A session evaluation will be done by the forest school leader, who will discuss the session with the children and adult helpers.

Safeguarding children at forest school.
Safeguarding, disclosures and accusations procedures.
All staff and adult helpers are required to have a full DBS check, this is done by the office before an adult is allowed on site to work with the children and copies of all DBS checks are kept in the school office and can be seen upon request. 

Thes schools' existing safeguarding policy applies at all forest school sessions as well as the following.

1) All adults have a responsibility to safeguard the welfare of the children.
2) The forest school leader must be a level 3 qualified teacher.
3)The forest school leader must hold a valid forest school first aid certificate.
4) All children are required to have parent permission to take part in forest school sessions.
5) All adult helpers are to be aware of any and all medical and/or dietary issues of the children taking part in the forest school session.
6) The forest school leader will ensure the correct adult to child ratios are met at all times during the forest school session.
7)All adults must have read and signed to say they have read the forest school handbook before participating in the running of a session of forest school.
8)All adults will always ensure the confidentiality of the children.
9) All adult helpers must have a current DBS check.
10) All confidential information will be shared on a need-to-know basis only.
11) Any and all hazards must be reported to the forest school leader as soon as possible.
12) Forest school procedures laid out in the forest school handbook must be always followed by all adult helpers.
13) Only school staff can supervise the children during changing and toileting.
14) All adult helpers will be given a copy of the disclosure, safeguarding and whistleblowing policies as well as any other relevant policies and made aware of their responsibilities should such an incident occur and they need to inform the forest school leader immediately. The forest school leader will assist the adult helper in filling out any relevant forms.
15) Where necessary regular parent helpers will be offered the chance to do our annual safeguarding training.
16) All adults must follow the schools disclosure policy, Disclosures are more likely to happen at forest school and all  adult helpers must know the steps to be taken following a disclosure, The adult who has heard the disclosure must pass on the information to the forest school leader,  who will pass on the disclosure to the safeguarding lead or if not possible to the deputy safeguarding lead. The safeguarding lead will then decide the appropriate action that needs to be taken and where necessary the forest school leader will help the adult helper to fill in any forms needed. A paper copy of the disclosure policy is at the back of this handbook.



Confidentiality.
1)All adults and children's contact and medical information will be kept in a folder in the forest school first aid bag and removed from the site when the session is over. Only staff and adult helpers will be allowed to access the information and only when needed.
2) When not in use the folders containing the information will be kept in the school office.
3) All other relevant information about the children and helpers, such as permission slips will be kept in the school office.


Complaints procedure.
1) Should you have any questions or queries please speak to or email the forest school leaders Mrs Cheri-Ann Weatherley or Mrs Claire Shadbolt in the first instance.
2) If you wish to take things further then please contact the school office and the head teacher will deal with your complaint in accordance to our school policy.

Equality within forest school.
1) St Peter and St Paul Primary schools’ forest school (wildling wood) will follow the schools’ special educational needs and inclusion policies in all sessions. copies of these policies can be found on the school website or by request in the school office. 
2) St Peter and St Paul Primary school actively promotes the inclusion of all children and adults into our forest school sessions, we will do this by adapting activities and using specialist resources and equipment to enable everyone to take part in forest school sessions. such as having quiet areas and/or sensory areas for children to access and using lower tables to allow everyone to do crafts or activities together. We will ensure that wherever possible the same opportunities of learning will be offered to everyone within our school community. 


Behaviour policy/procedure.
At forest school we abide by the same standards of behaviour as would be expected in the classroom as well as our three woodland rules, which are, look after the woodland, look after each other and look after ourselves. This includes encouraging self-discipline, taking responsibility for our own actions and building an understanding of what is right and wrong behaviour. We do this by having a reminder of the expectations of behaviour at the beginning of every session as well as the forest school leader, TA’s and adult helpers modelling positive behaviour. We take every opportunity to praise positive behaviour to help reinforce it and give rewards such as forest school special mentions in assembly, stickers and shout outs during circle time. if there is negative behaviour then a verbal warning is given to the child or group of children, in the second instance a verbal warning and reminder of our three-strike rule. should the negative behaviour continue then a loss of free play time will be given and a 5-minute sit out in the welcome circle will occur, if the behaviour continues beyond this then the forest school leader will accompany the child the head or deputy head teachers room for them to decide the appropriate action.

 If there is a situation in which this procedure cannot be followed due to the impact or aggression level of the behaviour then the forest school leader must try where safe to remove any dangerous items from near the pupil and stand back while watching the child and trying to encourage the child to calm and talk to the forest school leader, the TA should remove the rest of the group from the forest school site and use the walkie talkie to call for assistance from the senior leadership team to come and give assistance to the forest school leader. The head teacher will decide the appropriate action to be taken. With consultation with the forest school leader the head teacher will decide if there needs to be any further action taken and what it should be, such as temporary exclusion from forest school or additional support while on the forest school site. In the worst-case scenario such as extreme aggression or risk of injury to others, all permanent staff are trained in and authorised to use Behaviour safe in education physical restaurant techniques. This should only be used as a last resort or to avoid serious injury to the child or others and cannot be performed by an adult helper but only trained permanent staff members such as the list below
· teachers
· teaching assistants
· midday supervisors  
· administration staff

Emergency roles.

The following roles will be assumed in the event of an emergency.

1. First school leader Mrs Shadbolt and Mrs Weatherley.
2. Forest school assistants, members of school staff.
3. other adult observers.

Responsibilities during the emergency.

1. Leader assesses the situation and ensures everyone is clear on their roles.
2. The forest school leader will contact the emergency services and designates an adult to meet and guide the emergency services where needed.
3. The forest school leader will designate an adult to get the defibrillator from the school office. (If needed.)
4. The other adults present will ensure the safety of the remaining group and lead them back to school.

After the emergency.

The first school leader will fill out all relevant forms such as:
1. Fire incident form
